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RO50 Taught Content
There are 6 sections to the R050 course. 
These are delivered in a more traditional lesson format.
The teaching content is delivered in two halves at the 
beginning and end of year 10. In the summer of year 10, the 
exam board release new scenarios for the following years NEA.

The exam paper is worth 70 marks - converted into a 
mark out of 80. (This makes it 40% of the course).

The exam is 1 hour and 30 minutes long.
The first half is mostly short answers and multiple choice 

and develops into longer, more expansive questions.
